Maternity Leave

Each Pastor is given 4.5 weeks with full salary and benefits, but only one week can be shared (both Pastors gone). The
Pastors will provide a tentative leave schedule to Council and it will likely be published in the Tidings and/or Bulletin. The
Pastors have tentatively determined that Pastor Meghan will take 7/7.5 weeks of leave and Pastor Gabi will take 1.5/2
weeks. Both Pastors will be present during Holy Week, Easter and, as much as possible during Lent. It is likely that Pastor
Gabi will not take his leave until after Easter.
