The pastor’s job is to encourage and equip US to 
do these things!  Fryer lists Five Strategic Behaviors for all ministers in the community.

      Fryer closes this chapter with the following food for thought: “A renewed church, full of the Spirit and full of life, 
will be a church where everybody has something to offer.  And that kind of church will be a messy place.  In fact, we 
may be entering a time in our life together as church when we will have to live with profound uncertainty about all kind 
of things.  We may be wisest to just agree, up front, that this will be a time of great experimentation and innovation in 
our life together as church.”
